Wheelchairs and children’s car seats cannot 
be accommodated.

Schedule appointments to begin no later 
than 3:00 p.m.

Call for transportation at least 72 hours in 
advance.

Leave your name, phone number, 
appointment details, and type of service 
needed.

Messages are checked each day at 3:00 p.m.

Return calls will be made within 24 hours.

Our transportation ministry is available 
daily, based on driver availability.
