People of the Second Chance 

Happy New Year!  

I pray each of you had a blessed Christmas and are looking forward to the blessings which await you in 2012.  

Michele, Ben, Sam and I spent a couple of days with my family in Ashville, NY.   My parents, three sisters and 
their families, 20 of us in all, had an opportunity to worship together on Christmas morning at my home 

church, Camp Street UMC in Jamestown.  What an awesome gift to all of us!  An added blessing for me in-

cluded serving communion to many of the people who directly impacted my walk with Jesus Christ in my 
formative years.  Moments like these gently remind me why I can say without hesitation, òGod is goodéall 

the time!ó 

Many months ago, I was pondering sermon series ideas for 2012.  This included prayerfully considering which 
biblical concept would be most beneficial to our congregation as we begin a new year of ministry together.   I 

was ultimately led to the concept which should be a defining characteristic of a Christ followerñGrace.  Hav-

ing settled on grace, I recalled hearing Mike Foster speak at Catalyst Conference 2010, an annual gathering of 

Christian leaders.  He spoke on his new book entitled GRACENOMICS and also on a website he was introduc-

ing called People of the Second Chance. (potsc.com) 

What follows is a bit of an introduction to our January sermon series based on concepts found within his 

writing and most importantly, concepts found throughout the pages of the Old and New Testaments. 

Mike Foster says, òPeople of the Second Chance is a movement of people committed to showing unexpected, exces-

sive and scandalous amounts of grace.ó   

òTogether weõre setting out to be the first in line to forgive.  Weõre racing to release grudges. Weõre making room for 

those on lifeõs margins.  Weõre raising our voices for the vulnerable.  Weõre accepting the unacceptable.  Weõre becom-
ing the Red Cross relief team for the disasters in peopleõs personal lives.ó   

 

He goes on to say, òWeõre setting out to be the living, breathing PEZ dispensers of grace for our world.  Click our 
heads back and out pops forgiveness for our enemies. Pop us again and you get healing words for the wounded. Click 

us once more to score friendship through devastating pain. Pop it back again and again and again and the response 

will always be a sweet delectable second chance. We are grace dispensers who practice second chance living.ó 

Mike also says he has come consider himself to be a person of no reputation.  Hereõs why: Heõs discovered 

when you give up your reputation, you donõt have to spend so much time and energy defending it.  For most 

of his adult life, he used his design skills to create cover-ups to hide his failures and dysfunctions.  The prob-

lem with this plan, of course, was that maintaining a publicly acceptable version of Mike Foster became his full 

time job on top of his actual full time job. Over time he says, this became one too many full time jobs. 

In hiding his weaknesses, he eventually realized he had been denying something really important: the real him.   

And as much as he hates to admit it, the less desirable parts of himself are still him.  In fact, those traits are 
just as much him as any of his strengths or accomplishments.  Trying to cut free of his flaws, then, was no 

more logical than trying to saw off a broken arm. Sure, a broken limb isnõt necessarily pretty or fully function-

al but, with some healing, it still holds potential to contribute. Good or bad, itõs still connected to the whole; 

itõs still a part of the story. 

He finishes by saying, òThat got me on the road Iõm on now, hanging out with the wrong people, slopping around in 

messes and pouring my life into what some consider unpopular enterprises.  But Iõm not complaining about that. Why 

would I? Iõve been freed to be a person of no reputation and you can be too.ó 

So what is GRACENOMICS?  If grace is the act of giving favor when it is not required, then GRACENOMICS 

combines this definition of grace with the term economics. Just as economics is the science that deals with 

the production, distribution and consumption of goods and services, GRACENOMICS is the science that 

deals with the production, distribution and consumption of grace.   

Beginning January 8, we will kick off a new sermon series which will focus on four ways grace expresses 

itself:  1. Grace Matters 2. Grace for You 3. Grace for Others 4. Grace at Work.  You wonõt want to miss it!

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Dear Reader, 

January is here!  For those of you who prefer to write even numbers, your check dates will be a little easier.  With 

Christmas behind us and Easter in front of us, what do we do with the in-between 

months -- the cold, icy, oft dreary days following the start of the year?  Are you 

doing anything new?  I encourage you to think about how you might impact your 

immediate surroundings by starting something you are good at and can share with 

others.  The photo above was taken at Catalyst Atlanta last October.  It is a chal-

lenge to start something new -- something that you are good at or have an interest 

in. I'm reminded of two different ventures into newness -- taking old things and 

making them new for the sake of others-- tools and soap! 

 

TOOLS: Someone recently came up with an idea to recycle tools and hardware to 

provide funds to help seniors through the SOFI program (Senior Options for Inde-

pendence) in our neighboring village of Fairport.  The idea of the Tool Thrift Shop was born. This unique store is 

located in the village on the Erie Canal.  Donated tools are collected and resold.  Buyers find amazing prices, the sen-

iors receive needed services which allow them to remain in their residence of choice longer, volunteers receive a 

chance to give back, and fewer items wind up in the landfill!  I took my daughter there in the fall, remembering my 

toolbox in college.  Mom put everything but the kitchen sink in my dark green toolbox, and all the girls on the floor 

knew where my room was when they needed to borrow a hammer or tape or a flashlight.  Since those days I have 

given many a box chucked to the gills to kids headed off for their freshman year. My daughter found a purple one and 

filled it with a hammer, screwdriver, pliers, nails, and several other handy items, and the total cost came to under 

$10. Everyone wins! 

 

SOAP:  The theme of Catalyst was BE PRESENT, and one of the speakers was a native of Uganda.  Derreck Kayongo 

was a child of war.  He describes himself as once having been between "a rock and a hard spot," waking up every 

morning just wanting to survive. A low priority was sanitation.  Derreck is now a community crusader fighting a dif-

ferent kind of war.  Two million children die each year from poor sanitation.  The problem is not the availability of 

soap, but the cost.  Derreck began to think about how he could get free soap to these kids.  He discovered that US 

American hotels throw out 800 million bars of partially used soap every year.  He knocks on hotel doors and collects 

the throwaways. He cleans, melts and cuts the new product into finer bars, boxes it and ships it to impoverished 

nations.  He teaches the kids how to wash their hands and brings hope and joy to them as he shows them that cleanli-

ness can spare them from many diseases and maybe even their lives.  Derreck was one of the ten 2011 heroes on 

CNN's Do You Know a Hero? 

 

So maybe you're not a tool or soap person, but I know there is something you like to do that you never thought 

someone else might benefit from.  It could be as simple as sharing your resources, getting back to the bartering sys-

tem, recycling certain items, playing the instrument 

youõve stored in the closet, being a driver for UMC Transportation, volunteering at the tool shop, or doing that one 

thing you never got around to. 

Go for it!  This is your winter window... Romans 12:5 --  òWe have different gifts, according to the grace given us.ó

. . . after you find a pink slip with your final paycheck. 

. . . after your family and friends have heard your story one too many times, but you still need to talk it out.
